l.A UNHCR CONVOY CONTAINING 20.000 COMBAT RATIONS, 15.000 L 
ORINKINGWATER, 3 6. o·oo L DIESEL, TOILETS AND CLEANING MATERIAL IS 
COMING IN TODAY FOR THE REFUGEES AND OUTCHBAT. IT SHOULD BE HERE AT 
THE ENC OF THE AFTE!IOON. 
2.GENERAL MLADIC ASSURED THAT THAT CONVOY WAS ACCEPTABLE SO THERE 
SHOULD NOT BE ANY PROBLEM WKITH THAT CONVOY IN ZVORHIK AND YELLOW 
BRIDGE. 
3.THE MEDICAL CONVOY,THAT WAS STOPPED YESTEOAY EVENING AT KLADANJ 
AND MOVED BACK TO YELLOW BRIOGE,IS MOVING NOW TO TUZLA WHITH SPECIAL 
ESCORT OF BSA PERSONEL WHITH PERSONAL INSTRUCTIONS FROM GENERAL 
MLADIC TO SECURE THAT THEY KILL HAVE NO MORE DIFFICULTIES ON THEIR 
WAY. 
4.A. THE NUMBER OF DEPARTED REFUGEES IS ABOUT 10.000 BY HOW. 

B. THERE SHOULD BE ANOTHER 20.ooo-2s.ooo TO BE TRANSPORTED MORE. • 
THE BSA WILL PROBABLY BE ABLE TO TRANSPORT ALL THE REMAINING 
REFUGEES.THAT ARE OUTSIDE THE COMPOUND TODAY AND THEY WILL START 
TO TRANSPORT THE REFUGEES THAT ARE INSIDE THE COMPOUND TOMORROW. 
THERE ARE ABOUT 400~-5000 REFUGEES INSIDE THE COMPOUND. AFTER 
THAT DUTCHBAT WILL BE TRASPORTED. ANY DETAILS ABOUT DtJTCHBAT ARE 
NOT YET T.UEN CARE OF BECAUSE THE REFUGEES ARB TOP PRIORITY. 

c. ABOUT 21 STABALISED WOUNDED ARE TO BE TRANSPORTED WHEN THE 
MEDICAL CONVOY COMES:-BACIC. GENERAL MLAD:IC ASSURED THAT THAT MEDICAL 
CONVOY WILL BE NO PROJLDI EITHER. ABOU'l' 28 WOUDEO COULD BE 
TRANSPORTED WHITH THE REFUGEES FROM INSIDE THE COMPOUND. 

5.THE NUMBER OF BIH SOLDIERS THAT ARE TAKEN POW BY THE BSA IS NOT 
I<NOWN YET BU'l' GEKERAL MLADIC TOLD THE UNMOTEAM AND THE CO OF DUTCHBAT 
THAT THE 8IH ARE HAVING SEVERAL HUNDREDS OF DEAD SOLDIERS IN THE AREA 
OF THE BANDEARA TRIANGLE. HE ALSO ASKED THE CO OF DtJ'l'CHBAT TO CONTACT 
THESE BIR SOLDIERS AND INFORM THEM THAT IT IS NOT THE GENERALS 
INTENSION TO KILL ANY HORE SOLDIERS OF THE BIH. THEY ONLY HAVB TO -. 
SURRENDER AHO HAJl'COVER THEIR WEAPONS. BECAUSE WE (THE UNMO TEAM ANO 
OU'l'CHBAT A.RE NOT ALLOWED TO ENTER THAT AREA, BECAUSE OF OUR SAFE'l'Y, 
WE CAN'T INVESTIGATE THE NUMBERS. THE CO OF OUTCHBAT TOLD THE GENERAL 
THAT HE WILL TRY TO CONTACT THE BIH THROUGH THE HQ SECTOR NE BECAUSE 
THE CO HAS NO MORE CONTACT WMITH THE BIR ANYMORE. 

6.YESTEDAY 50 BABIES WERE DELIVERED. ONE WOMAN DIED AND WAS BURRIED 
ON THE COMPOUND. ONE WOMAN AND A BABY DIED ON THE CONVOY TO TUZLA.
